COURSE OVERVIEW:


This is a studio art course designed to bring you (the student) from an intermediate level to an advanced level as an artist.  Knowledge learned in Art II will be built upon, leading you to explore more advanced artistic problems in two-dimensional design and in drawing – all while focusing on the human figure. In addition to knowledge and use of the Elements and Principles of Design, emphasis will be placed on your thought process and creativity rather than on talent.  Personal expression is key as well – copying is no great achievement, so therefore throughout this course you will be encouraged to develop your personal voice and technique even more than you did last year.


It is also very important to realize that we live in a highly visual culture.  We are exposed to many different images daily – art is all around us!  In this class we will be looking at examples of different art throughout history through today’s time and try to interpret it.  By looking at, writing about, and discussing different art, you will further develop a vocabulary that will help you with critique and critical inquiry of other classmate’s and your own work.  Practice is the key in every aspect of this class in order for you to bring yourself to the next artistic level.  A positive attitude and a willingness to learn are crucial!

EXPECTATIONS:

· #1 You must ALWAYS come prepared to class!! (Pencils, Artwork, etc.)

· You must spend an ample amount of time on your art work – an 

             advanced drawing can not be completed in 1 hour!

· You must create appropriate artwork – no vulgar imagery at all (guns, 

            drug references, inappropriate symbols, etc).

· You must create original artwork – no copying other’s ideas.

· You must have a positive attitude and a willingness to better yourself as 

            an artist.

· You must respect the materials (no wasting supplies in class).

· You must respect your own artwork – take care of it…do not fold it, roll it, 

            crumple it, or let it get torn.  Keep paper crisp!
