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WELCOME TO INTERMEDIATE CERAMICS!

COURSE OVERVIEW:


This is a studio art course designed to further your exploration of three-dimensional design-specifically ceramics.  By completing may different types of assignments, you will continue to develop your core skills and techniques in working with clay.  As the student, you are expected to build upon skills learned in Beginner Ceramics.  Emphasis will be placed on your thought process and creativity, rather than on talent.  Personal Expression is key as you are encouraged to develop your own style and technique and not copy others.  


In this class we will be looking at examples of 3-D art all around, as even couches and toilets are designed with artistic sculptural elements in mind.  We will look at different 3-d ceramic art throughout history, including present time.  You will continue to develop your vocabulary in this area as you will be responsible for creating not only art work by hand and pottery wheel, but also a power point presentation.
