WELCOME TO SCULPTURE I

COURSE OVERVIEW:


This course is to introduce you to the Design Elements of Three-Dimensional Sculpture.  We will learn about ideas such as Space, Balance, and Proportion and how to incorporate these ideas into your own sculptures.  We will learn about positive and negative Space and the aesthetic concepts of sculptural Form.  Many different materials, tools and mediums will be used during this class including:  wire, sheet metal, clay and plaster. 


 We will discuss a variety of sculptures throughout art history and also critique classwork based on the knowledge gained during the class.  The works of many artists will be examined including Alexander Calder, and Brancusi.  Each project will give you the opportunity to develop artistic direction in sculpture.


You will learn problem solving skills and gain new skills to find your personal artistic direction in sculpture.  We will build vocabulary and use these words during class time, critiques and written work.

EXPECTATIONS:

· You must ALWAYS RESPECT the people, materials, projects and space!
· You must ALWAYS come prepared for class!  (Materials, tools, etc.)
· Hand in all work on time and complete. 
· Spend an ample amount of time on each piece.   A good sculpture can not be completed in 30 minutes.
· Create appropriate art work-no vulgar or inappropriate imagery.
· Create original art work-no copying other’s ideas.
·  ALWAYS display a positive attitude and give your best effort as an artist.
·  Keep the sculpture area clean.  Pick up after yourself.
·  You must participate in individual and group critiques and project rubrics.
·  SKETCHBOOKS-this will be used to keep notes, sketch ideas, vocabulary checks and show the creative process of each project.  They will be collected periodically throughout the trimester.
